Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance

A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve January 16, 2024 Planning Commission meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In favor: Supervisors Kjome, Dennis Beise, Troy Beise, and Otten.  Abstained:  Supervisor Norsby abstained stating she was not present at the meeting.

New Items 
Tyler Hietanen 7071 6th St. SE – Request to Vacate Cul-de-sac that has not been utilized by Rockford Township

Tyler Hietanen informed the board that neighbors gave verbal consent to vacate the cul-de-sac.  
The Board discussed possibly holding a public hearing and notifying residents.  The cul-de-sac has never been maintained by the Township in the history of the township and only appears on maps.  

Supervisor Otten and Supervisor Norsby noted this should be on the next agenda.  The Board will take a vote if they would like to vacate the cul-de-sac.  The Board discussed notifying the neighbors and at the next meeting they could take a vote.  Kjome questioned if this would be a public hearing.
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to table this to the next meeting.  Kjome rescinded the motion.  Supervisor Dennis Beise did not rescind his second to the motion.
A motion was made by Supervisor Norsby and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to move forward with bringing it to the next meeting for a vote to vacate the cul-de-sac.  Motion carried unanimously.
MN Teen Challenge – Review Existing Permit for C.U.P. 8150 20th St. SE – County Response Form

No complaints have been made regarding the conditional use permit.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the renewal of the existing permit and review in December 2024.    Motion carried unanimously.

Nicole Dietman – Review existing Permit for C.U.P. 4527 23rd St. SE – County Response Form

No complaints have been made. Regarding the conditional use permit.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve the renewal of the existing permit and review in five years.    Motion carried unanimously.

Edward Walker (Trust)  518 25th St. SE – Variance for Land Usage & Zoning to Create a “1 per 40” Entitlement Division which leaves remaining parcel with less than required road frontage 

Cory Walker was present to discuss the change to the road frontage for Ed and Kathy Walker.  Ed and Kathy Walker requested at a previous meeting that the proposed request would have the remaining restricted parcel with 104’ of road frontage where the requirement is 300’ of road frontage.  
The new request would have the change to reflect 300’ of road frontage versus the previous 104’ as originally requested.   A motion was made by Supervisor Norsby and seconded by Supervisor Otten to approve the adjustment to the road frontage to meet the 300’ requirement.  Motion carried unanimously.
