Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order

Chairperson Supervisor Dale Otten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Dale Otten, and Troy Beise, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Matt Miller.  
Agenda

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  
May 2, 2023 Regular Mtg. Minutes 
A motion was made by Supervisor Nancy Norsby and seconded by Supervisor Dale Otten to approve the May 2, 2023 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously. 
Continued Items – None
Maintenance Crew – Crew Miller was present and discussed the Boards annual road inspection notes regarding possibly applying granite to 25th St. SE.  The Board did not agree to apply granite to 25th St. SE but to grade and gravel the end of the road where there are holes.  Miller informed the Board he is in the process of getting quotes for the LED lighting on the outside of the building.

New Items 
May 16, 2023 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Joel Kjome to approve the Planning Commission recommendations for May 16, 2023.  Motion carried unanimously.
Complaint regarding Noise

The Board reviewed the semi jake breaking noise complaint for 40th St. SE.  Supervisor Otten explained there has been signage placed stating no jake breaking in this area.  
Striping Policy possible update and clarification 

The Board reviewed the current Striping Policy and discussed changing the bituminous locations that should be striped.  Currently a section of 30th St. SE should not be striped because the MPH is 35 or less.  However, 30th St. SE is a collector road, which the policy states should be striped.  A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dale Otten to amend the striping policy to include all of 30th St. SE, which is a collector road.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
Sweeping Quotes

The sweeping quote from Quality Sweeping Service, LLC was $150 per hour for a three-hour minimum.  The second quote from Pearson Bros. Inc. was $125 per hour and the broom $140 per hour.  A motion was made by Supervisor Dale Otten and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the sweeping quote from Pearson Bros. Inc.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
Discuss Bituminous for 30th Street, Deadrick, and Industrial Park
The Board discussed bituminous mill and overlay needed for 30th St. SE, Deadrick Ave. SE and reclamation Eastwood Ave. SE.  There is an area on 30th St. SE, which will need soil correction (East of Dague Ave. SE to HWY 55).  The Board agreed to have Miller contact the Township Engineer to discuss the bidding process, soil correction area, bid spec form, apron length, advertising and any other information required for the bidding process.  The Board agreed to move forward with the bituminous mill and overlay for 30th St. SE and Deadrick Ave. SE and reclamation on Eastwood Ave. SE.  The project would be combined to include three roads.  Striping would be put on hold for the roads that will be resurfaced/reclaimed.
Supervisor Joel Kjome – Discussed painting of the building, which quotes, would be obtained for a future meeting.  Kjome also discussed window replacement on the office windows.  The Board will discuss this at a future meeting.
Supervisor Nancy Norsby – Noted she would be attending the MNDOT meeting on Friday regarding HWY 55 and County Road 14.
The Board and Miller discussed a willow tree that is hanging over the Township road on 30th St. SE.  The Board instructed the maintenance crew to cut the tree branches back to the tree.  The road inspection notes stated the tree is located at “1122 30th St SE - Willow Tree - Cutting off two limbs in the way of township trucks - Limb pointing to NW and limb pointing to NE”.  The Board noted they have not contacted the property owner and were unable to contact the property owner.  The Board agreed to have the maintenance department cut the branches out of the right-of-way and further back to the tree.  
The Board and Miller also discussed the culvert replacement needed on 10th St. SE.  The engineer and the county soil and water have viewed the site.  Miller will contact the engineer to find out what else needs to be done for replacing the culvert.
Supervisor Dennis Beise – Discussed calls from residents about complaints in other counties and wright county about increased taxes.  
Supervisor Troy Beise – Floor replacement will begin in June.
