Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order

Chairperson Supervisor Otten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Dale Otten, and Troy Beise, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Miller.  

Agenda

A motion by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.
2023 Audit - CLA
Kristin Houle presented the 2023 audit from Clifton Larson Allen.  The software systems were reviewed and nothing was required to be reported for Information Technology.  Financials were reviewed and cleared. There were no findings or unusual items to report.  Internal control letter remains the same as in previous years. A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve J.R. Appliance Disposal for cleanup day May 18, 2024.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

The board reviewed quotes for dumpster service on cleanup day from TKI Tom Kraemer Inc., Republic Services, and Mikie’s Landscaping.  After calculating the various costs, the board agreed Mikes Landscaping was the lowest cost.  A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve Mikie’s Landscaping for dumpster service for cleanup day May 18, 2024.  Which should include picking up the dumpsters in a limited timeframe and submitting the invoice for payment within 30 days.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Maintenance Crew Miller will get the price list from First State Tire.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve First State Tire for cleanup day May 18, 2024.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  The board will review pricing at their next meeting.

Public Comment – Brad Miller 632 Halsey Ave. SE – Brad Miller was present to inform the board of water drainage issue.  The water is flowing over his driveway and flowing into the neighboring property causing problems.  The Board will view this on their road inspection on April 20, 2024.  
New Items 
April 16, 2024, Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the Planning Commission recommendations from April 16, 2024.  Motion carried unanimously.
Approve Designation of American Rescue Plan Act Funds

Funds were previously designated for the 2022 broadband grant, which are no longer required.  Clerk McDougall noted a representative from Charter would attend a future meeting to discuss broadband grants that may be available in the township.  A motion by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the designation of the American Rescue Plans as presented for the 2024 paving resurfacing project.  Motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Joel Kjome – The Board reviewed the bids received for the paving project on 30th St. SE, Deadrick Ave. SE, and Eastwood Ave. SE.  Bids received from Knife River $608,319.95, Asphalt Surface Technologies Corp. $650,345.82, GMH Asphalt Corporation $693,526.96, and Duinick, Inc. $697,210.80.  The lowest bidder was Knife River.  A motion by Supervisor Otten and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the bid from the lowest bidder Knife River for $608,319.95 for the 2024 paving resurfacing project.  Motion carried unanimously.
Supervisor Nancy Norsby – Supervisor Norsby spoke about a cul-de-sac vacation on 6th St. SE and 10th St. SE Culvert.  Letters will need to be sent to residents and there will be a public hearing posted and published.  Clerk McDougall requested all information or communications regarding the vacation of the cul-de-sac on 6th St. SE should be sent to her for the book of records and anything that is required to be posted or published.  The Township Attorney will be contacted to send the information to the clerk along with whatever needs to be recorded at the county.  
Supervisor Dennis Beise – None
Supervisor Troy Beise – Supervisor Troy Beise noted he attended the Wright County Township Officer quarterly meeting and stated he would attend the next regular meeting via zoom.
Supervisor Otten – Supervisor Otten suggested doing employee reviews and the board agreed they could discuss and implement this in the future. 

Clerk/Treasurer McDougall – Clerk McDougall inform the Board they received the Town Distribution funds from Wright County for $55,888.80.
