Call to Order

Chairperson Supervisor Dale Otten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Dale Otten, and Troy Beise, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Matt Miller.

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Nancy Norsby to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  
April 4, 2023 Regular Mtg. Minutes 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the April 4, 2023 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.

Maintenance Crew – Crew Miller informed the board he would have crack filling quotes for the next meeting and questioned if Deadrick and Eastwood Ave. SE should be included.  The Board will review the budget for 2023 and if the bituminous milling and overlay of Eastwood Ave. SE and Deadrick Ave. SE will be completed this year.

New Items 
April 18, 2023 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Joel Kjome to approve the Planning Commission recommendations for April 18, 2023.  Motion carried unanimously.
Randy Schaefer – Solar Presentation

Randy Schaefer was present to discuss purchasing solar panels for the Township property and the cost benefits.  The solar panels are warrantied for 25 years but have a longer lifespan of 30-40 years.  One option would be to add panels to the roof of the Town Hall.  However, the panels would need to be detached if the roof would need replacing after 20 years.  The Board agreed this would not be a good location since there would be a cost to have all panels removed and then reset after a re-roof.   Another option would be on the roof of the tin shed and on the south side of the property on the ground.  Supervisor Nancy Norsby recommended getting costs for the financing option and the purchasing option.  A motion was made by Supervisor Joel Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve moving forward to for a cost estimate for adding solar.  Clerk McDougall will provide Schaefer the costs of electricity/kilowatts. Motion carried unanimously.  The Board may decide at a future meeting if solar would be a feasible and cost effective option for the Township property.

2023 Annual Electronic Funds Transfers Policy  
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the annual electronic funds transfer policy for 2023.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor Joel Kjome –Kjome gave the Board a copy and update of the City of Buffalo future land use plan.  The Board agreed the block on the back of the Town hall needs to be painted and the screens attached.  The Board agreed to have Kjome obtain quotes to paint the block.  Kjome will also obtain quotes to finish the landscaping around the tree in the parking lot.  The Board agreed to accept compost/brush only during cleanup day (no logs).  
Supervisor Troy Beise – Payroll process policy reviewed by the Board.  A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the payroll check process policy with the Deputy Clerk or Deputy Treasurer and Clerk McDougall signing weekly payroll noting all payroll is Board reviewed during meetings when all bills are reviewed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor Dennis Beise – Supervisor Dennis Beise informed the Board County road 32 might be resurfaced/overlayed.  Discussed the HWY 55 Corridor Coalition and possible start of construction starting in Hamel to Rockford for four miles if the state gives the funds to complete the work.

Supervisor Dale Otten – The Board discussed a request by a resident on Calder Ave. SE for ditch cleaning.  There are two areas on the east side of Calder where the ditch has been filling with gravel.  A couple of properties are not draining through the ditch/right-of-way as it had previously.  The Board discussed reviewing this area during the road inspection.  The Board agreed to meet April 29, 2023, at 8:00 a.m. for the annual road inspection.
