Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order

Clerk McDougall called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Dale Otten, and Troy Beise, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Al Valentine.  

Nomination of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson
Chairperson

Clerk McDougall asked for nominations for Township Chairperson, A motion was made and seconded to nominate Dale Otten as Chairperson.  Motion carried unanimously.
Vice-Chairperson 

Chairperson Dale Otten asked for nominations for Vice-Chairperson.   A motion was made and seconded to nominate Troy Beise as Vice-Chairperson.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Agenda

A motion by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mtg. Minutes 

A motion by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the Meeting Minutes March 7, 2024 and March 19, 2024, as printed. Motion carried unanimously.  

Continued Items 
Restroom Addition Discussion
A motion was made by Supervisor Otten and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to move this item to the next meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Pay Equity Report

The board discussed setting up a work session to prepare the pay equity report.  Clerk McDougall inform the board if any additional manuals are needed for the pay equity reporting to let her know so they can be copied.  A motion was made by Supervisor Otten and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to set up the work session for April 16, 2024 at 5:30 PM.  Motion carried unanimously.

Maintenance Crew 
Hauling Quotes

Quotes were received for hauling granite from Martin Marietta and sanding material from Bryan Rock.  The quote from Kolles Sand and Gravel Inc. was $14.00 per ton.  The quote from Mike Miller Trucking Inc. was $13.60 per ton.  Supervisor Kjome discussed using both companies.  Supervisor Dennis Beise recommended using the lower quote for both products.  A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve Mike Miller Trucking quote to haul for 2024 for $13.60 per ton.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The board discuss the 5th St. culvert and would view this during their road inspection.  The board recommended filling it in the best they could for now.

Public Comment - None
New Items 
Reorganization of the board

A motion was made by Supervisor Joel Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve keeping item 1 through 9 the same for 2024.  Which are meeting times, newspaper, banking, posting places, ordinance, and policies.  There was one conflict of interest with Troy Beise holding the Board position and janitorial services.  The Board agreed to continue having Troy Beise cover the janitorial work after hall rentals.  Motion carried unanimously.  

April 2, 2024, Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve the Planning Commission recommendations from April 2, 2024.  Motion carried unanimously.
Set Road Inspection Date & Time
The board discussed setting a road inspection date and time.  A motion was made by Supervisor Otten and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to set the road inspection date for April 20, 2024, from 8:00 AM to 12:00 PM.  Motion carried unanimously.  The board discussed setting the road inspection in May if necessary.

Clean up day quote

The board discussed a quote for clean-up day.  Supervisor Norsby noted there was a second quote emailed to the clerk however, the clerk noted she did not receive the second quote.  Clerk McDougall mentioned that the price seemed unusually high compared to previous years and recommended they reach out to previous vendors the township contracted with on clean-up day.   Board members will try to gather more information from vendors for pricing and availability for the Township cleanup day.  The board will discuss and review any additional quotes at the next meeting.  

Building use report

Clerk McDougall presented the building use report for the last three years and noted that rentals had been increasing since 2020.  

Eastwood Ave. SE. Deadrick Ave. SE, and 30th St. SE Paving Project.
Supervisor Troy Beise discussed 30th St. and extending the bituminous apron on Darrow Ave. SE during the paving project.  Supervisor Troy Beise spoke with the engineer, and he gave an approximate estimate of $15,000 if the Township would pave 100’ onto Darrow Ave. SE.  This  distance could be less than 100’ unless soil corrections needed.  The board will view this location during their road inspection and how many feet the bituminous apron should be.  This would be an add on to the project.  

Supervisor Joel Kjome – Supervisor Kjome discussed Pearson brothers storing material on the property that they will be using on a County Road.  A certificate of insurance would be obtained.  There would not be any equipment parked in the parking lot.  The Board suggested Pearson’s attends a meeting or write out what they are requesting.  Supervisor Otten informed maintenance employee Valentine to get more information and have maintenance employee Miller bring it to the next meeting A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Otten to approve Pearson brothers trucking to stockpile the gravel for their seal coating project.  The motion was rescinded and the board will discuss it at the next meeting.  Clerk McDougall will look at their vendor file to see if they have a current certificate of insurance.  

Supervisor Nancy Norsby - Supervisor Norsby questioned maintenance employee Valentine how the roads looked and if they were keeping up with the roads.  Maintenance employee Valentine stated they were good.

Supervisor Dennis Beise – None
Supervisor Troy Beise – Supervisor Troy Beise discussed getting the 10th St. easement signed and then the clerk can add the resolutions to the agenda.  

Supervisor Troy Beise requested granite be added along the sidewalk in the parking lot

Supervisor Otten – Supervisor Otten -  discussed getting quarterly reports similar to the ones given at the annual Township meeting.  The clerk stated this would take approximately 40 to 60 hours to prepare but a report could be printed from their accounting program so the board could view at a glance how spending is each quarter.
Clerk/Treasurer McDougall – Clerk McDougall informed the Board she would have additional information about designation of the ARPA Funds for the next meeting.
Funds Report – None
Review of Claims 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve the claims #5110 to claim #5126 for $45,507.44 including payroll.  Motion carried unanimously.
