Call to Order

A motion by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the June 18, 2024, Regular Meeting Minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Continued Items 
Pay Equity Report & Discussion
The board agreed to continue this to the next meeting.
Maintenance Crew 
Crew Valentine discussed the intersection of 31st and 30th St. SE regarding water that may run over the road because of a temporary access that was installed for gaining access to install a mound system.  The board discussed if the temporary access should be removed.  Supervisor Kjome noted he would review the area and take pictures.  Other board members may also view this area prior to the next meeting.  The board will discuss this at the next meeting.  
Crew Valentine updated the board on dust control and noted it would be finished within the week.
Public Comment 
Jean Hafften was present to request a lower rental fee for the touch-a-truck event, which is held at the Township annually with the understanding they clean the restrooms after the event and they do not use the main room.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve the lower rental fee of $150.00 for the annual touch-a-touch event.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
New Items 
July 2, 2024, Planning Commission Meeting Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve as they were amended.  Motion carried unanimously.
10th St. SE - Resolution 2024-2 Accepting Dedication of Land for a Town Road

A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve Resolution #2024-2 Accepting Dedication of Land for a Town Road.  Motion carried unanimously.
10th St. SE - Resolution 2024-3 Accepting Dedication of Land for a Town Road

A motion was made by Supervisor Troy Beise and seconded by Supervisor Dennis Beise to approve Resolution #2024-3 Accepting Dedication of Land for a Town Road.  Motion carried unanimously.  Supervisor Kjome commented this includes a 40 ‘wide permanent easement for drainage and utility purposes.

Clerk McDougall will send the copy of the documents to the Township Engineering and ask the engineer what the next step is for starting the project.
Supervisor Joel Kjome – Supervisor Kjome suggested the township require all applicants who are asking for town board approval, must apply at Wright County first before attending a township planning commission meeting.  Supervisor Kjome recommended the board look at all items such as maps pertaining to the requests and location distances from other properties or viewing the properties prior to meetings.

There was no board consensus to change requirements for addressing the town board. 
Supervisor Troy Beise questioned if the land plan should be reviewed and he stated he would review the previous land planning documents.  Supervisor Troy Beise suggested a work session prior to meeting with others about a land use plan prior to meeting with the county.  Supervisor Otten suggested having someone come from the county attend a meeting to discuss planning and zoning.  
Supervisor Kjome recommended updating the land use plan and speaking to a representative from Wright County.
Supervisor Troy Beise – None
Supervisor Dennis Beise – Supervisor Dennis Beise commented about an upcoming highway 55 corridor coalition meeting and mentioned having a representative attend a township meeting in order to show the boar their maps for the future plan on highway 55.
Supervisor Otten – Supervisor Otten questioned the complaint form and inquiring if the board could view whom the person is that is filing a complaint.  Clerk McDougall noted the board could view the original complaint form in the office because the complainant name is private to the public.
Clerk/Treasurer – Clerk McDougall informed the board the first half of the 2024 taxes have been received in the amount of $958,709.76.
