WHEREAS, Wright County’s future holds great promise due to it’s outstanding citizens, rich natural resources, beautiful landscape, and proud tradition.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Rockford Township does hereby acknowledge and commemorate the 150th Anniversary of the incorporation of Wright County, which took place on February 20, 1855.
